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Statement of methodology to establish a pool of candidates to the ERC 
Scientific Council 


1. Introduction 


The Scientific Council (SC) members of the European Research Council (ERC) are appointed 


by the European Commission based on a selection process carried out by an independent 


Identification Committee. This process is broken down in several parts: 


• Outreach to scientific community 


• Online nomination process via scientific organisations  
• Online application of candidates 


• Evaluation and selection by the independent identification Committee 


The Identification Committee works based on a pool of possible candidates covering all fields 


of science and scholarship. The pool is regularly updated so that members of the Scientific 
Council may be renewed when needed, should their mandate expire, or should the resign or 


retire. The current exercise is aimed at appointing new members of the ERC Scientific Council 
that was established on 12 May 2021 at the start of the Horizon Europe Framework 


Programme. This exercise will also build up a pool of suitable candidates that may be selected 


in future instances.  


2. Outreach to the research community 


The first step in this process involves reaching out to the scientific community, according to 


the provisions of the Horizon Europe Specific Programme. 


The Commission will engage in direct outreach to selected organisations representative of the 


research community at European level. The head of these organisations will be informed of 
the ERC SC members’ renewal process by letter, via which they are invited to nominate 


potential candidates.   


This direct outreach to selected organisations will be complemented by a call for nominations 
– published on Commission’s, ERCEA and ERC websites and announced via social media. The 


intention is to also encourage other relevant scientific organisations in Europe to nominate 


candidates.  


Once an organisation has nominated a candidate, he/she will be requested to apply and 


provide additional information. Self-nominations are not accepted. All proposed outstanding 


scientists, regardless of the source of nomination, will be considered by the Committee. 


3. The Nomination Process  


The second step is the nomination process whereby relevant organisations have the 


opportunity to nominate candidates who, in their estimation:  


• have the highest eminence as research leaders and the qualifications and 


experience reflecting the criteria set out above; 
• are available and willing to work as a member of the ERC Scientific Council 


independently of any other interests, and 


• have the trust and confidence of the scientific community. 


Nominating organisations can nominate by using the online Nomination Form (one form per 


candidate) and uploading an official nomination letter in support of the candidate. 


4. Online application by candidates 


Following the receipt of nominations and an eligibility check, the candidates will receive an 


email with a link to a Candidate Application Form to complete.  


The Committee will treat names and personal information as confidential. It will only consider 
candidates whose application has been endorsed by the representative of the nominating 


organisation, adequate for it to make an informed judgement.  







 


While the nomination of a candidate is in no way a guarantee of selection, the Committee 
expects that the nominating organisation confirm the willingness and availability of a 


candidate to serve, prior to submitting the nomination form. The Committee therefore 


expects candidates to be available, should they ultimately be selected to participate in the 
Scientific Council. The Scientific Council typically meets 5 times per year for 2-days meetings, 


which are normally held in Brussels. The latter are conducted in English. Members of the ERC 
Scientific Council shall be compensated for their attendance at the meetings and travel 


expenses shall also be covered. 


5. Evaluation and selection by the independent Identification Committee 


The composition of the Scientific Council must be such that the Council can exercise 
authoritative and independent scientific leadership, combining wisdom and experience with 


vision and imagination.  


Its credibility is built on the balance of qualities amongst the men and women who make it 


up. An appropriate gender balance is a must. The working language will be in English, so 


proficiency in this language will be required.  


The membership of the Scientific Council should reflect the full breadth of the research 


community across Europe. Each member must have an undisputed reputation as research 
leader, be independent and committed to research. Members must be current or recent 


research practitioners that exercised scientific leadership at European or global level. Proper 


consideration should be given to younger, next-generation leaders. 


Members must reflect the broad disciplinary scope of research, embracing the natural 


sciences and engineering, as well as the social sciences and humanities. However, they 


should not be considered as representatives of a discipline or of a particular line of research 
and should not perceive themselves as such; they should have a broad vision which reflects 


an understanding of important developments in research, including inter and multidisciplinary 


research, and the needs for research at European level.  


Beyond their proven reputation as scientists and researchers, members should collectively 


encompass a broad range of experience, acquired across Europe or in other research-
intensive parts of the world. Experience should include support and promotion of basic 


research or organisation and management of research or knowledge transfer in universities, 


academies, business, and industry, and understanding of national and international research 
activities, research funding schemes and the wider political context in which the European 


Research Council is situated.  


The membership should reflect the various components of the research community and the 
range of scientific institutions which carry out research; it should include those with 


experience in universities, research institutes, academies, funding bodies or research in 


business and industry and those who have experience in more than one country.
